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Ma Wan Park-HKCSS joint initiative to promote social harmony 
6,000 of the less fortunate visit Noah’s Ark in a pre-opening tour 

 
The full-size replica Noah’s Ark at Ma Wan Park was completed at the end of last year and is 
now open on a trial basis.  Bookings for customized group programmes and activities are 
now being accepted.  The Ark symbolizes love and life with facilities, displays and activities 
promoting positive values.  The Park and the Hong Kong Council of Social Service invited 
over 6,000 of the less fortunate (as nominated by 120 welfare groups) to visit the Ark and try 
the facilities before this newest tourist attraction’s official opening.  The tours encouraged 
positive values and encouraged participants to face adversity in keeping with the spirit of 
spreading love in society. 
 
The invited visitors included seniors, low-income families, disabled and 
mentally-handicapped people, the infirm, female mainland migrants and impoverished 
students.  They were among the first to visit the Ark and try the facilities run by five 
operators.  Transportation and lunch were subsidized by the Park. 
 
Ma Wan Park Limited General Manager Spencer Lu said: “Noah’s Ark represents love and 
life, and it is very good for family activities.  Many Hong Kong families are affected by the 
financial turmoil.  We hope to encourage positive values and resilience against adversity 
through the Ark’s wholesome activities that deliver a message of love to visitors.  We were 
happy to work with the Hong Kong Council of Social Service to welcome over 6,000 
disadvantaged people before the official opening.  We hope that the participants learned to 
love and live life with passion while overcoming adversity.” 
 
The Hong Kong Council of Social Service Chief Executive Christine Fang said: “The true 
stories of our guests show that life is not so bad if you can face difficulties with a positive 
attitude and move on.” 
 
Life has its ups and downs, but perseverance can help people overcome low points.  Cheung 
Yun-hang, who survived the deadly 1996 Pat Sin Leng hill fire and Hong Kong wheelchair 
fencer Yu Chui-yee were among the guests who spoke to the participants about their 
adversities, along with Francis Leung who survived cancer, went through a divorce, lost her 
son and lost a fortune in the financial crisis, and TV star Zac Koo.  All demonstrate 
perseverance in overcoming limitations and succeeding. 
 
Noah’s Ark represents new hope and love.  It has diverse facilities including Adventureland, 
Ark Garden, the Ark Expo, Ark Life Education House, Treasure House and more.  All the 
facilities follow the Ark’s philosophy, combining mental training, entertainment and education 
in a tourist attraction that builds social harmony.
